Even his most inveterate political enemies are applaud­

ing President Roosevelt's slashing attack on the auto­
cratic powers of Europe. Departing from the traditional 
stodginess of Presidential messages to Congress, Roose­
velt called a spade a spade when he denounced "those na­
tions which are dominated by the twin spirits of auto­
cracy and aggression." Hewing to diplomatic custom, he 
mentioned no names, but it was clear to all that he was 
referring, among others, to Nazi Germany, when he 
spoke of nations having "the fantastic conception that 
they, and they alone, are chosen to fulfill a mission and 
that all the others among the billion and a half human 
beings in the rest of the world must and shall learn from 
and be subject to them." 

He also gave expression indirectly but plainly to Amer­
ican abhorrence of Nazi racial and r eligious persecution 
when he emphasized how the United States has "sought 
every legitimate means to exert our moral influence 
against repression, against intolerance and against auto­
cracy and in favor of freedom of expression, equality be­
fore the law, religious tolerance and popular rule." To 
those who appreciate the significance of the President's 
words and the place in which they were uttered there can 
be no doubt as to where he stands.
