A Religious Zioncheck 
Schizophrenic as the late Marion Zioncheck in the 

last few months of his life, when from a brilliant young 
legislator he was suddenly transformed into a caper-cut­
t ing mountebank, is radio's Father Coughlin as revealed 
at the Convention of his National Union for Social 
J ustice. 

At the opening of the convention he eloquently de­
plored the lack of brotherliness in the Christian treat­
ment of Jews through the centuries. 

At the closing session he launched upon a bitter at­
ta~k upon the Jewish ethics and challenged American 
Jews to declare their stand on the principle of "love thy 
neighbor". 

But because Christians have long believed that they 
have a monopoly on the principle of neighborly love it 
might not be amiss to point out that this very principle, 
as cited by Jesus in the Gospel, is a quotation from the 
Book of Leviticus, which contains the many laws of con­
cluct which God promulgated for the people of Israel. 

F urther, just as Jesus goes on to instruct his follow­
ers to love their enemies, Leviticus contains the injunc­
tion to love the stranger "as thyself" . 

So that it is totally unnecessary for Jews to make 
any formal statement on the subject of neighborly love; 
believing Jews, like believing Christians, observe this 
principle as one of the tenets of their faith. 

According to Father Coughlin, all the evils of the 
modern world are to be traced back to what he calls the 
Jewish "system of a tooth for a tooth and an eye for an 
eye". 

Curiously enough, though he is a modern man, the 
Reverend Father seems to interpret these phrases liter-
ally. . 

He will then see that even as originally formulated, 
ten centuries before the time of Jesus, the "system of a 
tooth for a tooth and an eye for an eye" was merely a 
way of expressing, in words comprehensible to a primi­
tive people, the principle that the punishment must fit 
the crime. 

A Strong Hand Needed 
When Jewish babies are murdered in their beds, 

when British soldiers are murdered while in bathing and 
Arab leaders opposed to the Grand Mufti's policies are 
shot down, even the most short-sighted government must 
see that the time for drastic measures has come. 

The Palestine administration has been confining it­
self to defensive measures against a terrorist movement 
which interprets such· restraint as cowardice. 

Those who have had experience in dealing with Near 
Eastern peoples are agreed that when matters have 
reached such a pass as they now have reached in Pales-
